As to whom we call a professional manager, it is very difficult to give a
comprehensive definition. The skills which identify the professional manager
from others may be described as the former’s ability to first analyse and
sift facts, and then take an overall view of things so as not to lose sight of
the variables from reckoning, and his ability to fully appreciate the working
of human psychology, his ability further to motivate and direct both himself
and others to act honestly and purposefully to achieve the just results
not from his own private angle but with a detached view from the angle
of the society as a whole.
